Each  year  we  ask  those  applying  for  our  scholarship  to  
write  an  essay:    
What  female  inventor  do  you  admire  most  and  how  
have  her  contributions  affected  your  life  today?  What  
type  of  impacts  do  you  hope  to  make  in  the  future  
with  your  field  of  study?  
  
The  Scholarship  Committee  would  like  to  share  some  
of  the  essays  we  received:  
  
Example  1:  
  

Here  in  Katy,  Texas,  we  are  privy  to  quite  a  bit  of  
bad  weather.  We  get  the  tropical  disturbances  from  the  
Gulf  of  Mexico  in  the  summer  and  the  cold  fronts  from  
the  north  in  the  winter.  Getting  anywhere  during  such  a  
storm  would  be  impossible  if  it  had  not  been  for  Mary  
Anderson  and  her  visit  to  New  York  City  in  the  winter  of  
1902.  While  there,  she  noticed  the  trolley  driver's  
difficulty  while  driving  in  a  sleet  storm.  The  man  had  to  
drive  with  the  front  window  open  to  be  able  to  view  the  
road  through  the  falling  sleet.  When  Anderson  returned  to  
her  home  in  Alabama,  she  sketched  one  of  the  most  
useful  inventions  of  today  �r��the  windshield  wiper.  She  
had  a  local  company  produce  a  working  model  and  
applied  for  a  17  year  patent.  When  the  patent  expired,  
Anderson's  design  became  part  of  the  standard  equipment  
on  vehicles.  Since  then,  her  simple  invention  has  
prevented  many  car  accidents  in  its  107  years.  

Every  day,  I  am  constantly  reminded  of  the  
benefits  of  Mary  Anderson's  invention.  In  the  winter  
mornings  before  school,  I  use  my  windshield  wipers  to  
clear  the  front  window  of  frost.  On  a  freak  snow  day,  like  
this  past  December,  I  use  them  to  wipe  away  falling  snow.  
Most  of  the  time,  however,  I  utilize  Anderson's  invention  
to  see  the  road  before  me  as  I  drive  in  the  downpour  of  
rain.  Countless  times  I  have  had  to  journey  to  school,  to  
church,  or  to  work  in  the  middle  of  a  storm.  Every  time  
that  I  use  my  windshield  wipers,  my  thoughts  do  not  go  
to  its  inventor,  but  to  the  drive  before  me.  The  past  
paves  the  way  for  the  future,  just  as  Mary  Anderson's  
design  has  opened  the  doors  of  opportunity  for  new  
treks,  new  journeys,  new  everyday  runs  to  the  
supermarket.  Sure,  if  not  Mary  Anderson,  another  
person  might  have  come  along  and  accomplished  the  
same  thing.  But  
she  did  it  first.  She  enabled  the  automobile  industry  and  
the  travelers  of  tomorrow  to  expand  faster,  because  she  
invented  the  windshield  wiper  first.  

I  greatly  admire  Mary  Anderson  for  her  ingenuity  
in  a  time  when  many  believed  the  invention  would  inhibit  
drivers.  Though  Anderson  is  not  exactly  a  household  name  
associated  with  the  windshield  wiper,  her  idea  has  
benefited  every  single  driver.  In  my  own  chosen  field  of  
study,  petroleum  engineering,  it  is  not  my  goal  to  make  
myself  a  household  name  or  win  a  Nobel  prize.  It  would  
be  enough  for  me  to  help  expand  the  views  of  society  on  
women  engineers.  It  would  be  enough  to  prove  that  
women,  not  just  men,  can  excel  in  such  a  career.  The

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important  part  of  life  is  not  to  make  your  name  in  the  
world,  but  to  build  upon  it  and  improve  it.  
  
Example  2:  

If  there  is  one  woman  that  is  worth  the  
admiration  of  women  in  the  engineering  field,  I  
would  argue  that  this  is  Grace  Hopper.  To  sum  up  
her  perspective  on  the  way  to  live  life  she  said  
"Humans  are  allergic  to  change.  They  love  to  say,  
'We've  always  done  it  this  way.'  I  try  to  fight  that.  
That's  why  I  have  a  clock  on  my  wall  that  runs  
counter-­‐clockwise."  As  a  seventeen  year  old  girl  
aspiring  to  make  a  difference  with  her  career,  this  
quote  is  something  I  plan  to  abide  by.   

If  one  has  heard  someone  say  that  their  
computer  has  a  `bug',  then  his  life  has  been  
influenced  by  Grace  Hopper.  Coining  this  term  is  one  
of  the  many  contributions  she  has  made  to  the  
computer  science  and  engineering  field.  Not  only  
did  she  receive  a  Master's  degree  in  mathematics  
and  physics,  along  with  a  Ph.D.  in  mathematics,  
Hopper  also  served  in  the  United  States  Navy  
Reserve.  Hopper  wrote  the  first  compiler  for  
computers  and  had  the  idea  that  code  should  be  
written  in  language  closer  to  English  to  make  
computer  programming  more  accessible.  She  
diverged  from  what  was  the  norm  at  the  time  as  
she  developed  software  for  the  Navy  and  initiated  
standards  for  computer  testing.  As  a  student  greatly  
interested  in  the  engineering  field  I  can  see  the  
importance  of  technology  on  future  
developments.  Grace  Hopper  was  one  who  
allowed  our  society  to  progress  toward  the  
technologically  apt  state  it's  in  and  her  attitude  
and  ability  to  reach  her  goals  is  something  to  be  
admired.  Hopper  believed  that  it  was  easier  to  "ask  
forgiveness  than  it  is  to  get  permission".  This  is  
something  that  can  not  only  apply  to  life  but  to  the  
significance  of  doing  what  one  can  and  following  
ambition  without  thinking  about  the  problems  or  
consequences  one  will  face.  
When  I  was  in  elementary  school  I  watched  a  close  
family  member  suffer  through  cancer  after  initially  
being  misdiagnosed.  Ever  since  then  I  have  had  a  
great  interest  in  medical  research,  treatment  and  
technology.  Going  into  biomedical  engineering,  it's  
my  dream  to  be  able  to  use  my  love  of  math  and  

science,  along  with  my  understanding  of  computer  
science  to  make  a  difference  in  the  medical  field.  
While  it  may  seem  cliché,  I  truly  hope  that  I  will  be  
able  to  put  my  learning  to  the  benefit  of  others.  I  want  
to  make  an  impact  on  the  area  of  medical  treatment  
and  diagnosis  especially,  since  I  have  strong  feelings  
about  the  importance  of  these  areas.  My  goal  is  to  
put  my  drive  and  determination  toward  a  cause  that  I  
am  passionate  about  and  I  believe  biomedical  
engineering  will  allow  me  to  do  just  that!

To  captivate  the  American  culture  and,  for  
decades  to  come,  delight  the  hearts  of  many  was  not  a  
dream  Ruth  Wakefield  ever  imagined  could  happen.  
Starting  in  1930,  this  accidental  dream  took  off  to  make  
her  invention  an  American  icon  and  a  favorite  treat.  Her  
invention  of  the  world�r��famous  chocolate  chip  cookie  
began  when  Ruth  Wakefield  discovered  she  had  ran  out

chocolate  bar  cut  into  pieces  would  melt  to  become  a  
close  substitute.  To  her  surprise  the  pieces  stayed  intact  
and  softened  to  a  delicate  creamy  texture  that  became  
popular  among  guests  at  her  inn  and  brought  her  one  
of  the  greatest  joys  imaginable�r��the  ability  to  improve  
her  community  and  make  a  difference.    

  
Although  her  genius  ability  and  name  is  not  

commonly  known,  her  invention  is  widely  recognized  
and  has  since  expanded  into  variations.  Every  year  I  
wake  up  on  a  cold  Christmas  morning  to  find  a  
delicious  aroma  circulating  every  room  and  as  I  follow  it  
to  its  source,  I  find  my  mother  cheerfully  baking  
chocolate  chip  cookies.  In  the  oven  I  see  the  magic  
creation  that  so  easily  brings  together  my  family,  as  
everyone  joyfully  gathers  around  the  table  to  enjoy  
the  chocolate  heaven  of  �u�Ç���u�}�š�Z���Œ�[�•  
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chocolate  chip  cookies.  Ruth  Wakefield  created  more  
than  a  lovely  snack;  she  created  a  formula  to  bringing  
people  together,  a  formula  to  make  people  happy,  
and  a  formula  that  would  create  a  ripple  in  the  world  
of  baking.  Today,  I  love  eating  chocolate  chip  
cookies  and  often  bake  some  for  gatherings  and  
parties.  To  me,  these  wonderful  delicacies  help  
make  the  community  a  happier  place,  and  a  place  
where  people  can  cooperate  to  create  a  better  
society.  Through  baking,  I  can  express  myself  using  
variations  in  shapes,  ingredients,  and  uses.  While  her  
creation  may  seem  minimal,  to  me  it  is  evidence  
that  anyone  can  make  an  impact.  She  has  inspired  
me  to  make  a  difference  in  the  world  that  can  bring  
people  together  and  help  create  a  more  joyful  
community.  

  
As  a  future  chemical  engineering  major  expanding  my  
knowledge  beyond  the  classroom  and  as  far  as  
possible,  I  aspire  in  working  at  NASA  and  helping  find  
more  energy  efficient  solutions  for  developing  
rockets  and  space  equipment.  In  this  way  I  want  to  
make  a  difference  like  Ruth  Wakefield,  by  
expanding  the  space  dream  across  the  globe  and  to  
seek  the    
cooperation  of  all  nations.  I  want  to  help  make  a  
difference  in  realizing  a  new  space  dream  of  going  to  
Mars  while  still  protecting  our  environment.  The  way  
Wakefield  changed  a  generation  of  culture,  I  want  to  
make  a  difference  and  go  beyond  what  has  already  
been  created  and  explored.  With  dedication  and  hard  
work  I  want  to  obtain  a  knowledgeable  background  in  
engineering  from  Rice  University  and  feel  
accomplished,  knowing  I  have  contributed  to  the  
bettering  of  our  society.  I  want  to  be  part  of  the  next  
generation  of  engineers  to  explore  and  go  beyond  
limitations  and  improve  technology.

From  the  beginning  of  time,  women  have  been  
denied  unlimited  right  to  freely  expand  their  knowledge  
simply  based  on  sexual  prejudices  and  up  until  the  recent  
hundred  years,  women  were  still  hindered  from  gaining  
access  to  knowledge.

Her  contributions  to  the  psychological  aspects  in  
the  working  industry  have  greatly  impacted  the  world;  
her  methods  are  still  used  today.  Her  efforts  contributed  to  
help  create  job  standardization,  incentive  wage�rplans,  and

aimed  at  efficiency  in  kitchen  appliances.  The  most  famous  
and  commonly  used  patents  were  an  electric  food  mixer,  
shelves  inside  refrigerator  doors,  and  the  famous  trash  
can  with  a  foot�rpedal  lid�r��opener.  Though  these  inventions  
were  geared  towards  workers  and  the  kitchens,  they  have

established  new  possibilities  in  the  future  for  other  
inventions.  Gilbreth  is  a  luminary  of  eminence  and  a  
staggering  exemplar  of  excellence.  In  1926,  she  became  a  
member  on  the  American  Society  of  Mechanical  
Engineers  and  later  in  1925,  she  became  the  first  female  
professor  in  the  engineering  school  of  Purdue.  She  even  
ran  a  consulting  business  in  which  she  worked  with  GE  and  
other  firms  to  improve  the  design  of  kitchens  and  
household  appliances.  Through  it,  she  created  new  
techniques  to  help  disabled  women  and  men  accomplish  
common  household  tasks.  In  these  early  and  trying
