3. Applications must be typewritten in this document format. All handwritten applications will be disqualified. 
4. Additional sheets may be attached to complete the essay. 
5. An official transcript from your high school is required and is to be sent to the address below.  If your school allows transcripts to be emailed, a school official may do so to scholarship@spwp.org.  Transcripts must be received by the due date to avoid disqualification so please allow enough time when requesting school transcripts.  You must also provide your SAT and/or ACT scores which can be downloaded from College Board, etc. and must include your name with the scores to be submitted electronically along with the application.
6. In the application, we have provided you with a resume template for which you may list out your extracurricular/school activities, community/volunteer experience, employment history, and special honors. Please do not submit a separate resume.  
7. Complete applications with ACT and/or SAT scores must be received electronically along with transcripts from your school by Thursday, March 1st, 2012. If your completed application and transcript is not received by deadline, you will disqualified.
